FYI:  To prevent problems with your sewer 
lines and the sewer system, here is a list of 
items that cannot be flushed down the toi-
let:  Unused medications, Cotton swabs 
and balls, Bandages and bandage wrap-
pers, Wipes of any kind, Disposable mop-
ping and cleaning products and other simi-
lar items.  Please remember that biode-
gradable does not mean flushable.   
 
If you have a Community Service Re-
quest, please drop it off in writing at the of-
fice.  Your request will be logged into the 
service book for tracking and forwarded to 
the maintenance department for action.  It 
usually takes between 2 and 5 days for 
someone to check and/or complete it.  If 
you have a Lawn Service Request, it is 
preferable for you to drop it off at the office, 
but, unless it is a “please do not mow” re-
quest, we will take it on the phone as well.  
Usually, those requests are taken care of 
within 3 days.  If you experience a delay, 
please drop by or call the office and we will 
be happy to check and see what the reason 
is for the delay.   
 
All Tree Service Requests need to be in 
writing.  Tree inspections/removals if neces-
sary, are forwarded to our tree service com-

pany.  If there is a question whether or not 
a tree is healthy, the arborist will be con-
sulted and we follow his guidelines.  Please 
remember that residents are responsible for 
maintenance and care of the trees and 
other plantings on their home sites.  When 
using a tree service, please make sure that 
they trim your tree appropriately.  A great 
w e b s i t e  t o  c o n s u l t  i s 
www.treesaregood.com which is run by the 
International Society of Arboriculture.  Take 
a look at it when you have a chance.   
 
And finally, even if you are gone for the 
summer or have moved and your home is 
for sale, please remember that you remain 
responsible for the maintenance of your 
home and home site.  Check with the 
neighbors to find out if the person you left in 
charge is doing the job you are paying them 
for while you are gone.
