Over the past few years, we have had many “Ask 
the Manager” meetings, some more interesting than 
others, I’m sure.  I want you to know that I really ap-
preciate your attendance.  It shows that you’re inter-
ested in and care about your community.  For those 
of you who are new to Water Oak, the “Ask the Man-
ager” meeting takes place on the second Monday of 
the month between 2 and 3 pm, with rare excep-
tions, and we talk about a variety of things as well as 
answer questions and invite guests from time to 
time.  Please consider this as your invitation to join 
us next time.  
 
It’s Hurricane Season again…most of us have lived 
here for a number of years, but have dealt with ac-
tual storms only once or twice…well, 2004 was a 
hectic year!  It never becomes quite real until a 
storm is on the way and actually headed in our di-
rection.  This year, let’s start the personal planning 
early:  
 
Do you or a loved one have a disability that will re-
quire extra attention? Lake County will be glad to 
help.  All you need to do is complete and mail the 
Special Needs Registry Form to the Lake County 
Emergency Management Department.  Copies of 
the form are available at the office.   
 
If we are under Evacuation orders, will you remem-
ber to take those important papers?  What about the 
pictures you treasure or your homeowner’s insur-
ance policy?  Extra Medication and duplicate pre-
scriptions?  If you have a waterproof bin with a lid, 
you can fill it with everything you want to take before 
a storm gets close.  Keep the bin in a handy place 
and put it into the trunk of your car if you have to 
evacuate the area.  
 
Tell someone (kids, relatives, friends) where you are 
planning to go.  Nothing is worse than being “up 
North” when phones and cell phone towers are 
down and you can’t reach anyone to find out if they 
are ok.   
 
Before you leave, take a look around your home and 
place all loose items into the house or shed.  Things 
like wind chimes, flower pots, lawn chairs, etc can 
become flying objects and do a lot of damage.   
 
As some of you already know, Water Oak’s Mainte-
nance Department has a plan in place and will se-
cure all of the common areas when a storm is immi-
nent.  Pools and clubhouses will be closed and 
locked.  Please remember that none of the club-
houses or common areas are considered to be safe 
as shelters.   We will continue to operate as long as 
it is safe for everyone, including our staff.   
Rentals:  Whether you are planning to rent your 

home just for a season or longer, please make sure 
that your prospective tenant is approved before they 
get to the community.  The application and back-
ground check need to be completed and approved 
prior to your tenant’s arrival in Water Oak.  You will 
get a call from the office to let you know if your po-
tential renter has passed the background check after 
which you need to notify Security.       
 
The same application/background check and ap-
proval process applies to potential spouses, room-
mates, etc.  Park Applications are available at the 
front desk.  Deborah will be happy to assist you.  
And finally, the Main Clubhouse deck should be 
completely redone by the time you read this, three 
greens on the golf course are “under construction”, 
new card tables were added to the main room, the 
old card room chairs were replaced with new ones 
and we are about to start moving the billiards tables 
into the main room, and adding one more to make it 
easier to play tournaments.
